Kenney Geotechnical Engineering Services, PLLC is pleased to present this
proposal to perform subsurface investigation services for the referenced
project. This proposal will present our scope of services, estimated cost and

business terms.

Scope of Services

We have reviewed the Request For Proposal (RFP) dated April 11, 2018 and
propose to perform the following scope of services:

1. We will position investigation locations based on the mapping you have
provided with the RFP. We will contact Mr. Ken Chester, Director of
Facilities and Transportation (618-792-2708, kchester@gfsd.oxg), to
coordinate our on-site activities.

2. We will clear utilities through DIGSAFE as required by law. We will
rely on the Glens Falls CSD staff to locate and mark private utilities that
can not be located by DIGSAFE representatives.

3. The specified subsurface investigation is summarized in the following

table:

4. We will mobilize a drill rig, two-man drilling crew and Field Engineer.

B. Itis our understanding that the test borings and test pits are to be
advanced to a depth of four feet. We will use hollow stem augers and
continuous split spoon sampling to investigate the subsurface.

6. Asphalt coring operations will include obtaining a 4 inch diameter
asphalt core, measuring and photographing the core, driving a split
spoon to a depth of two feet, measuring and sampling the subbase, and
classifying the subgrade. A gradation test will be performed upon
recovered subbase samples at each coring location.

7. Infiltration testing will be performed at a depth of 7 feet below the
ground surface. Testing will be performed in accordance with the
project specifications.

8. Boring and sampling locations will be backfilled with auger cuttings,
sand and cold patch asphalt as appropriate for a particular location

9. Findings will be presented in a geotechnical report. The report wili
provide the information requested in the RFP including boring logs,
laboratory testing results, and an analysis of the subsurface conditions

encountered.

We will be happy to provide additional services upon request.
